Our Lady of the Cape Shrine
Our Lady of the Cape Shrine is the third largest Marian Shrine in North America. Founded in 1888, the Shrine 
attracts yearly more than 430,000 visitors. Discover a true oasis of peace and greenery, a huge Basilica (1964) 
with impressive stained glasses, a historic chapel inaugurated in 1720, and magnificent gardens with pedes-
trian walkways overlooking the St. Lawrence River. In 2020, the Shrine will celebrate its 300th anniversary. 
From religious, spiritual celebrations to cultural events and guided tours, talks and thematic workshops. Visi-
tors and pilgrims are invited to take part in various activities at the Our Lady of the Cape Shrine.

Notre-Dame de Québec Basilica-Cathedral
The Quebec City’s Notre-Dame Cathedral, the official home of the oldest catholic diocese from North America 
to northern Mexico. This is where the first mission chapel of New France was erected in 1647, followed by the 
first parish church of New France, in 1664. This church was then turned into a cathedral in 1674, before being 
expanded and altered by several generations of architects. It remains a model of religious architecture. Bom-
barded during the siege of Quebec in 1759, the cathedral was rebuilt witn proximate accuracy during a five year 
period from 1766 to 1771.  In 1843 it was equipped with an impressive neoclassical façade, which elevated this 
cathedral to the rank of basilica in 1874. Ravaged by a fire in 1922, it was, again, almost entirely rebuilt.  Keeping 
its monumental appearance in the mid-19th century, it was proclaimed Canada’s primatial cathedral in 1956.

Shrine of Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré
The Shrine of Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré, located only 20 minutes outside of Québec City, is the second oldest 
pilgrimage site in North America. Dedicated to Saint Anne, the grandmother of Jesus Christ, the shrine welcomes 
nearly one million visitors annually from all around the world.Through the splendour of a sacred site that is rich 
with 350 years of history, the Shrine of Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré is the epitome of the Christian people’s faith 
and the welcome of all races, beliefs and conditions. Discover the shrine’s extraordinary history through its pain-
tings, mosaics, stained-glass windows, and stone and wooden sculptures, and learn about the role it continues 
to play in our people’s faith.
